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Biography
William T. Powers was born on August 29th, 1926 in Salem, Oregon. He was one of two children of Treval Clifford Powers and Trista Rosalie Wenger. Powers attended Hinsdale Township Highschool in Hinsdale, Illinois. Powers then continued his education from 1944-1946 at the rigorous Electronics Training Program, created by the U. S. Navy to meet demands for technicians capable of operating and maintaining the cutting edge military technology present on ships, aircraft, submarines, and shore stations. Powers was honorably discharged from the navy in 1946, but he retained his extensive knowledge of electronics. Powers attended the University of Colorado at Boulder from 1947 – 1948, he then transferred to Northwestern University in 1948, where he would spend the rest of his higher education.
In 1950, Powers received a B. S. in physics from Northwestern University, and in 1953 he began work at the Argonne Cancer Research Hospital at the University of Chicago. There he was responsible for designing methods to calibrate radioactive devices. It was working with these devices that Powers began to develop the idea of a hierarchical control model of behavior, which he later termed Perceptual Control Theory  (PCT).
In 1954, Powers transferred to the Veterans Administration Research Hospital to work under R. K. Clark, with whom he would eventually publish one of his earliest papers, A General Feedback Theory of Human Behavior. During his 16 years at the hospital, Powers designed numerous medical systems and computer programs, and had ample time to develop his theory.
Powers married Mary Andrews on April 7th, 1956. They had three children – Denison, born February 6th, 1957, Alison, born April 20th, 1959, and Barbara, born March 28th, 1961.
 After publishing several papers, conducting experiments, and creating a cybernetic theory of behavior with Clark and McFarland, Powers decided he wanted to pursue a master’s degree in psychology. He studied psychology at Northwestern University for one year, but did not return for a second due to the financial difficulties of supporting his family during his studies and because he was discouraged from basing his thesis on PCT.  
After ending his studies, Powers began designing equipment for the astronomy department for Northwestern under J. A. Hynek. During Powers’ time with the astronomy department from 1960 to 1972, he created the first computer controlled observatory for research, completed projects for NASA, and investigated UFOs for Project Blue Book. Alongside his achievements in astronomy, Powers continued work on PCT. In 1973 he published Behavior: Control of Perception, which is generally considered the foundational text of PCT. After the release of his book, Powers began to devote more time to his research. He consulted for electronics companies to sustain himself and his family, but his passion was for his theoretical work. 
In the following years Powers attended and presented at a number of psychological conferences in order to spread PCT. He also wrote articles for journals, and discussed PCT with interested parties. PCT was adopted widely enough that Powers felt the need to create a dialogue between its supporters.  The Control Systems Group was born. The CSG was comprised mostly of experts in the field of psychology who were interested in incorporating PCT into their particular fields of study. They held annual meetings to discuss the latest control systems research.

Description of the Series:
The William T. Powers’ collection is approximately of medium size, with a total box count of 53. The collection includes items such as Powers’ letters of correspondence and communication with his fellow scientists, reviews of other scientist’s material, other scientist’s reviews of Powers’ materials, and Powers’ own personal papers both related and unrelated to his Perceptual Control Theory. The collection also contains three machines created by Powers to better understand his theories.

The papers in the collection span the period of 1927 – 2012. The greater majority of the Powers centered work spans between the mid 1950 – 2000 as he did most of his Perceptual Control Theory work during this period. The papers that span the period of 1927 – 1950 are essays and documents other scientists wrote, which Powers ultimately based his own research on. The the bulk of the papers within the collection contain material of significant importance to understanding the basis of his Perceptual Control Theory and other theories based off of P.C.T., Perceptual Control Theory, such as Methods of Levels and Hierarchical Perceptual Control Theory. The remainder of the collection includes papers related to the C.S.G (Control Systems Group), other scientist’s reviews of P.C.T., diagrams and cartoons related to P.C.T., papers on cybernetics, (RTP?), and articles related to William. T Powers.

The William T. Powers is divided into two separate alphabets. The first alphabet, boxes 1 – 17, include all documents written by William T. Powers. These documents include biographical information, unpublished papers, rough drafts of both essays and books, correspondence written by Powers (CSGnet), old notebooks, and Certificates. The second alphabet, boxes 18 – 53, includes assorted copies of other scientists work such as essays and research papers, correspondence written by other scientist to Powers, correspondence from Powers to other scientists, and other miscellaneous Powers’ related materials. The very last part of the collection contains three machines, each of which Powers created himself. 

The First 17 boxes in the collection primarily contain the majority of all subjects directly related Powers. The collection is organized based on a system in which anything he placed his name on or co-authored with any fellow scientists was placed in the first half of the collection and alphabetized. The first half of the collection also contains biographical information and Powers’ resume (Box 15, Folder 16). This part of the collection also contains various old notebooks from Powers time in Northwestern’s undergraduate school. A well noted part of this half of the collection are some letters of correspondence between Powers and B. F. Skinner, which also includes papers Powers wrote on the topic of Skinner’s death.

The Last 36 boxes in the collection primarily consists of copies of other scientists’ papers and essays Powers based his work off of. When the Powers collection was received, the majority of the correspondence were already alphabetized, thus the rest of the collection was simply incorporated with the correspondence into the already existent alphabet.  The collection is alphabetized by last name, or if there was no name, it was organized by the name of the the organization. This half of the collection also contains a sizeable amount of CSG, Control Systems Group, related documents. (We kept his titles) 

Completing the collection are three machines created by Powers. He titled them: “The Problem Solving Machine”, (Insert other names of machines). (Each Machine and its Function) The Machines are in a deteriorated state which compromises their function, but they are in well enough condition for simple display.
